Registration online

e You will have up to 2 weeks to

submit a ballot registration.

Compliance &
Landscaping

e Submit the Front Landscaping

Application Form to designs@
ginninderry.com 12 weeks

before your build is completed.

o Complete and submit the

Compliance Bond Refund
Form once your home is
finished. After approval, your
landscaping will commence.
Ginninderry’s nominated
landscape company will
organise a consultation with
you to develop a landscape
plan for your front garden.

Receive a Ballot
Registration Code

o A Ballot Registration Code

will be emailed to you after
your online registration. This
is randomly generated code
unique to you. This code does
not reflect your order in the
Ballot Draw.

Once Ballot Registrations
close, you will receive an email
asking you to confirm that you
still wish to proceed.
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Design & Build

Select your builder and refer
them to Ginninderry’s Housing
Design Requirements.

Submit your completed
plans and Design Application
Form to our design team

for approvals at designs@
ginninderry.com

Once approved by
Ginninderry, and relevant
Building or Development
Approvals have been secured,
commence your build.

Research & shortlist blocks

Visit the website or go to
The Link to view the map of
all available blocks.

Speak with a selection

of builders for advice on
designs and the blocks that
will suit your needs to help
you identify budget.

Make a shortlist of blocks
you would like to buy.

Settle on your block

When settlement is called,
pay the remaining 95% of the
block price and a $7,500 or
$10,000 compliance bond
(depending on block size)
within 30 business days.

Pay only 50% of the
compliance bond if you use
a Ginninderry Display Village
builder.

Fence your block once settled
to discourage illegal dumping.

Receive a Draw Number &

confirm your attendance

e Ginninderry will take all

eligible Ballot Registrations
and randomly generate Draw
Numbers. Your Draw Number
is your position in the queue
for the Block Selection
Session.

e You will be notified of your

Draw Number via email and
required to confirm that
you are attending the Block
Selection Session.
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Buy your block

o Pay 5% deposit.

e Exchange contracts - either

within 2 business days or at
the Block Selection Session
if a Suburban Land Agency
representative is present.
Refer to Ballot Conditions
for more information.

Receive a time slot

e Once you’ve confirmed
attendance, you will be
emailed a time slot 2 days
before the scheduled Block
Selection Sessions.

e Note: check your junk or
spam folders if you do not
receive this email.

Block Selection Session

Turn up at your allocated time with:

e ashortlist of blocks you want
to buy

e a copy of your personal ID

e email confirmation of your
Block Selection Session

e solicitor details

e your deposit (payable via bank
cheque, bank transfer, credit
card or EFTPOS)

Note: if you do not arrive at least
15 minutes before your Block

Selection Session you will go to the
back of the queue for that Session.
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
